Use word roots to determine the meaning of a new word

Just like how Japanese kanji radicals can give hints about a kanji's meaning, many
English words are built from roots that carry meanings. Recognizing these roots can help
you guess the meanings of unfamiliar words. It’s not a perfect system, but it’s often
useful. Below are some common examples to explore and practice!
